SVEC & TVA Green Power Switch Program

The Tennessee Valley Authority and local public power companies, working with input from the environmental community, have created the Green Power Switch program to produce electricity from cleaner and greener sources and add it to the Tennessee Valley power mix. 

Renewability — that’s what makes green power green. Resources like wind, solar power and landfill gas produce energy for today and renew themselves for tomorrow — like a growing plant.

Presently, electricity produced from renewable resources, or green power, costs more than traditional power generation. Although renewable resources, such as sunlight and wind, are free, the technology for capturing their energy is still more expensive than traditional power generation methods.

While no energy source is impact-free, renewable energy creates less waste and pollution than conventional energy generation. For example, an $8 per month purchase of green power, 300 kilowatt-hours, has approximately the same environmental impact as planting an acre of trees in the Tennessee Valley.

Through TVA’s Green Power Switch program enough “green” electricity is produced to supply 150 kilowatt-hours, one block, of green power per month for about 13,000 Tennessee Valley homes and an ample supply for participating businesses and industry.

Windpower is becoming the fastest growing source of alternative energy. It is reported to outpace gas turbines, nuclear and coal plants. The U.S. Energy Department lists 4,558 megawatts of wind power in the United States.

Site locations for TVA’s wind generators have been placed in areas that are less inhabited and out of the migration patterns of birds. The wind generators do not cause interference with electronics or radio and TV signals. They are used as communication towers for cellular phones and transmitters. The brushless generators do not create an electronic disturbance. 

Green power customers pay a small premium for this electricity. It is sold in 150-kilowatt blocks that add $4 per block each month to their electric bill. Above a minimum purchase, there is no limit on the number of blocks a residential customer may buy. 

Green power is also available to commercial and industrial customers. They are asked to buy blocks based on a percentage of the electricity they use each month. 

Your choice to use green power will help advance the technology to produce electricity through renewable resources and increase the consumption of, and the demand for, electricity produced from renewable resources. The money you invest in the Green Power Switch program goes directly back into the Green Power Program.
