□  □  Electric water heater with a lifetime tank warranty (eligible for an additional $100 rebate)

□  □  Ducts in non-conditioned sealed (mastic preferred) and insulated with R-6 or greater .

Conditional Statements

1. Up to 15 square feet of the allowable glass area may be exempted from U factor and SHGC requirements.

2.  R-38 ceiling may be reduced to R-30 if the insulation requirement is obtained over the exterior wall top plate at the eves.

3. Steel-framed construction requires additional insulation to meet equivalent standards.

4. Conditioned basement walls require insulation from top of wall to floor or 10 feet below grade.

5. Slab-on grade insulation waived in areas subject to heavy termite infestation areas; increase insulation in other areas to offset.

6. Basement walls refer to walls below grade-frost line.  Walls in a basement area exposed to ambient air should be treated as above grade walls.  Where the top of the wall is above grade, the above grade R-value should extend at least 1 foot below frost line.

7. The first R value applies to continuous insulation, the second to framing cavity insulation; either meets the requirement.
